In her 1997 Lyman Beecher Lectures at
Yale Divinity School, The Reverend
Taylor probed the question. . .. “ina

inflation, how can anyone speak of
God?". | personally found her words provocative, accessible, and...

We indeed live in a time when words are rapidly losing
their power of meaning. It has become increasingly difficult to say
anything of substance about God or the Word. Nevertheless, for
those of us that are called to speak and speak often, we must
continue to speak faithfully.

Her book is well balanced, firm and courteous. There's not much to
say that had not already been said about God and God’s apparent
periods of silence in all our lives. However being one of the great
wordsmiths of our time, she magnificently deals with the deeper
issues of God's silence and gives us a fresh perspective on the
value and divinity of silence.

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Glass of Water

A young lady confidently walked around the

room while leading and explaining stress

management to an audience with a raised

glass of water. Everyone knew she was going y
to ask the ultimate question, 'half empty or

half full?'... She fooled them all .... "How heavy

is this glass of water?" she inquired with a

smile.

Answers called out ranged from 8 oz. To 20
0z.

She replied , "The absolute weight doesn't matter. It depends on
how long I hold it. If I hold it for a minute, that's not a problem. If |
hold it for an hour, I'll have an ache in my right arm.

If I hold it for a day, you'll have to call an ambulance. In each case
it's the same weight, but the longer | hold it, the heavier it
becomes." She continued, "and that's the way it is with stress. If we
carry our burdens all the time, sooner or later, as the burden
becomes increasingly heavy, we won't be able to carry on."

"As with the glass of water, you have to put it down for a while and
rest before holding it again. When we're refreshed, we can carry on
with the burden - holding stress longer and better each time
practiced.
